We are The Way 

Riderz.  We are not a club or an association; but rather, a group of motorcycle 

riders formed from The Way Ministry as an outreach.  We use our motorcycles as 

tools to interact with other riders, the less fortunate, those incarcerated, 

hospitalized, and homeless.

The Way Riderz Sacramento support verse - Matthew 25: 31-46 

 

ñWhen the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the holy angels with Him, then He 

will sit on the throne of His glory.  All the nations will be gathered before Him, and He will 

separate them one from another, as a shepherd divides his sheep from the goats.  And He will 

set the sheep on His right hand, but the goats on the left.  Then the King will say to those on 

His right hand, óCome, you blessed my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from 

the foundation of the world: for I was hungry and you gave Me food; I was thirsty and you 

gave Me drink; I was a stranger and you took Me in; I was naked and you clothed Me; I was 

sick and you visited Me; I was in prison and you came to Me.ô 

ñThen the righteous will answer Him, saying, óLord, when did we see You hungry and 

feed You, or thirsty and give You drink?  When did we see You a stranger and take You in, 

or naked and clothe You?  Or when did we see You sick, or in prison and come to You?  And

Then He will 

answer them, saying, óAssuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did not do it  to one of the 

least of these, you did not do it  to Me.  And these will go away into everlasting punishment,

Requirements for Membership 

3 officer recommendation 

Group vote ï (With majority affirmative vote for initiation)  

Must have a motorcycle ï (One per person or married couple) 

Must read, agree with and sign The Way Riderz Packet 

Must pass probationary period as ñProspectò.  Prospect time is based on an individual basis. 

Rocker, MMôs and patch are presented throughout the prospecting period based on an 

individual basis. 

 

 

 

Prospect Time 

This is a period of time before becoming a full member in which you get to know the MM 

and the MM gets to know you.  This allows everyone to make sure it is ñA good fitò. 

The time spent ñprospectingò gives you a chance to see what the ministry does, who we are 

and what we are about.  It also allows individual MM members a chance to get to know you, 

your heart, what you believe in and what you are about. 
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You may be asked to go above and beyond the call of duty in serving, but never asked to do 

anything any member of the MM wouldnôt be willing to or hasnôt done themselves. 

  

Charter Members 

If you already had your ñThe Way Ministriesò patch as of 01/01/2007 then you may already 

be considered a charter member of ñThe Way Riderzò if  you have remained in good standing 

and pending obtaining your motorcycle (see guidelines above) 

 

Requirements to remain in good standing 

Servantôs heart 

Faithful in time, talents and tithing 

No gossiping 

Must attend a minimum of two events per month 

Must meet monthly dues (see costs below) 

Must continue to own a motorcycle (Any patch holding MM Riderz who no longer has a 

bike for any unforeseen reason, a one year grace period would be given before type of 

membership would be re-evaluated and/or changed) 

(If member does not remain in good standing, a 3 officer recommendation is needed prior to 

disciplinary action with possible loss of membership and/or patch.) 

 

Patch/Colors 

Although there is nothing sacred about the patch/colors themselves, there is a huge amount 
of significance and respect in what the patch/colors represents.  It should be held in the same 
regard (if not higher) than you would the American Flag.  The value is not in the material, it 
is in the meaningé  
The wearing of colors requires proper handling.  The following rules are established to 

ensure proper handling of the patch/colors. 

 

1.  You must purchase your own patch upon joining The Way Riderz.   

2.  Colors must never be changed or altered in any way. 

3.  Only full members and their spouses can wear the colors. 

4.  Colors may be affixed to black leather or blue/black denim vests or jackets.  

Leather is recommended. 

5. Colors should never be washed or dry-cleaned. 

6.  Colors should be worn as the outer most garment and not obstructed in any way. 

7.  Colors will be worn at all MM Riderz functions, gatherings, runs & planned 

events. 

8.  At no time will colors be placed face down.  This is looked upon as a sign of 

disrespect. 

9. At no time will colors touch the ground (unless the member is wearing them). 

10.  Colors will never be yielded to non-members. 

11.  Colors will never be left unattended.  This could result in them being confiscated.  J 

12.  Colors are not to be worn inside any vehicle.  (There area a few exceptions to this 

rule.  Please see an officer if you have further questions.)  This is an ñOld School 
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Bikerò rule and although we are a Motorcycle Ministry and not a Motorcycle 

Club we adhere to this rule.  We do this so we do not send any mixed messages to 

the secular biker world who may look upon this in the old school way and take it 

as ñan act of warò.   

13.  Colors are the property of The Way Riderz.  If a member is suspended, 
terminated or leaves of his/her own free will, his/her colors will be surrendered to 
the Vice President immediately. 

 

Rear Patch Placement 

1. A measurement will be taken from the top of ñThe Wayò patch to the bottom of the 

rocker and then centered in the middle of the back of the vest/coat/jacket. 

2. The chapter rocker will be located centered approximately 1 inch below the back 

patch for ladies and 2 inches for men. 

3. The two M patches will be placed evenly directly across from each other.  The inner 

bottom corners of the ñMôsò should barely touch the outer upper corners of the 

rocker.  (Please verify the M placement with National The Way due to the fact that 

the size of the rocker may or may not affect this placement.) 

4.  No other patches or embellishments are allowed on the back of your vest/jacket unless 

pre-approved. 

 

Front Patch Placement 

1. The following patches should be worn on the upper left front of the vest/jacket from 

top to bottom. 
A. American Flag 

B. Chapter Officer Patch 

C. Name (Birth or Nickname)  

2. At no time will any patch, pin or other insignia be displayed above the American Flag 

3. All support patches are to be worn on the right front side of your vest/jacket 

4. Personal patches and pins can go on the front of your vest/jacket below all afore 

mentioned items and are encouraged. 

 

Costs 

Purchase of colors upon completion of prospecting period.  (Colors will not be given until 

payment is made in full.   

Monthly Chapter Dues ï Currently $10.00 per individual and $15.00 per couple as of 5/1/07. 

 

Officers 

Must have own motorcycle
